Students in high-quality school music programs score higher on
standardized tests compared to students in schools with deficient
music education programs, regardless of the socioeconomic level of the
school or school district. Students in top-quality music programs scored
22% better in English and 20% better in math than students in deficient
music programs. Students at schools with excellent music programs had
higher English and math test scores across the country than students in
schools with low-quality music programs. Students in all regions with
lower-quality instrumental programs scored higher in English and math
than students who had no music at all.
