Q&A with our Director

1. What is your favorite part about this show?
Working on a live production! Two years ago we had to cancel our spring production a

week before opening. This time we [will] make it through closing. I enjoy the 1960s TV
sitcom concept we're doing more than I actually like the play, "Merry Wives." The whole
idea tickles me and has allowed us to be creative in a really fun way in all aspects of this
production.

2. What was the casting process like for you?
Everyone who auditioned is in the show. The bigger roles had some competition within

that group as to who might play which character, but those choices became apparent after a
day of auditions. The big problem was that we only had four boys audition for nine male
roles, so I had to determine which male characters would benefit the most from having an
actual male play the character. Once I slotted the four boys into roles, the casting of the
girls became more obvious to me.

3. How do you think of all the ideas for the show?
In this case, it was time for us to do Shakespeare again. I try to do one every 4 years to

make sure each 4 year group of students actually has that particular experience. I chose
"Merry Wives" because, after 2 years of Covid, I just wanted to do something fun and it had
the casting flexibility we needed, because I really didn't know how much involvement we
would have this year after being away from live performances for so long.

4. Why do you choose Shakespeare? Is it challenging to teach?
From an educational perspective, Shakespeare is still really important to the history of the

theatre and to literature and all theatre students should have some exposure to it. The
challenge is the language and understanding exactly what Shakespeare meant 400 years
ago. [I chose Shakespeare because it] offers a director a lot of freedom to change the
time-period and the setting to something that will resonate for a modern audience and there
is a kind of fun in that freedom.

5. Any further information you would like the readers to know about?
A lot of people are afraid of Shakespeare because they think they won't understand it or

that it's difficult. The best way to experience Shakespeare is by seeing a live production.
The production does all the homework for the audience and so the audience can just take it
in. Yes, it requires a little more attention...but the play will give you an experience no
matter how much of the dialogue you process.
